                          Here is some information to help make your seventh grade year a  

                          successful one:
7TH GRADE ENGLISH CURRICULUM - In addition to improving your writing skills in both the areas of formal and creative writing, we will focus on a variety of topics this year.   We will be reading numerous novels as well as studying poetry, grammar, short stories, and drama.  You will also be responsible for reading novels independently throughout the year. 
SUPPLIES/ORGANIZATION- You will need a binder with plenty of loose leaf     

paper and two dividers labeled Literature and Writing.  In addition, you will need: 
                                 -a zippered pencil case 
                                 -at least three blue or black pens
                                 -three pencils 
                                 -a highlighter
                                 -white out tape

                                 -a red pen (for editing)
                                 -your planner
You need to bring your planner to class each day.  Finally, you are required to bring a novel of your choice with you to class every day.  You may bring an e-Reader as long as it is charged.  Being prepared with these supplies will be part of your class grade each quarter.  
CLASS BEHAVIOR AND PARTICIPATION- You will receive a CLASS GRADE each quarter that will count as a quiz.  It will take into account your behavior, participation, and preparedness.  Participate positively- raise your hand, ask questions, add comments, and listen to others.  Never shout out your ideas, interrupt others, or act rudely in class. Your class grade will be positively or negatively affected based upon your actions each day in class. 
HOMEWORK- Homework is very important!  Each homework assignment will be worth 5 points.  To receive credit, homework must be complete and legible.  Homework may be neatly written or typed.  Do not e-mail any of your work to me.  It is your responsibility to bring it to class.  You are still responsible for completing your homework even if you are absent.  Missing or incomplete homework assignments cannot be made up for credit.  Your homework grade counts as a quiz at the end of each quarter.  
LATENESS/UNPREPARED- It is important for everyone to be on time to class every day and prepared to work.   Always bring all of your supplies to class.  Each lateness or unprepared will result in a 5 point deduction from your class grade.  Any student who is late three times without a pass will be assigned a detention.

LATE ASSIGNMENTS (essays, projects, etc)-  10 points will be subtracted each day an assignment is not handed in.  Any assignment that is more than three days late will not be accepted. 

TESTS AND QUIZZES- Unit tests will always be announced in advance.  Some quizzes will be announced (such as vocabulary), and some will not (such as those based on a previous night's reading assignment.)  ALWAYS BE PREPARED.  Tests count twice and quizzes count once toward your quarter average.  You are always graded on writing mechanics (yes, spelling counts!)  No test/quiz retakes are allowed.   Make sure that you study for all of your exams!

ABSENCE MAKE-UP POLICY- It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed when you are absent.  Call a classmate and check the class website.  All work must be made up promptly in order to avoid loss of credit.  If you are absent on the day of a quiz or a test, you will be required to make it up on the day of your return.  **All homework assignments can be found on our class website.   
EATING/DRINKING/GUM CHEWING- You are not allowed to eat, chew gum, or have any drink other than water in class.  Doing so will result in a 5 point deduction from your class grade.  

GETTING UP- Getting out of your seat during class is rude and distracting to me and to your classmates.  If you need to get up for any reason, please raise your hand and ask for permission.  Do not ask to throw garbage away!  This should be done at the end of class on your way out.

PACKING UP/DISMISSAL- Wait until you are told to pack up at the end of class before doing so and remain in your seat until the bell rings.  Do not ask me if you can pack up.  Any student who packs up early will stay after the bell.
